Orange delicacies—
such as pumpkin kheer, orange-zest mithai, spiced carrot
halwa, and saffron-infused drinks—are both a treat for the
palate and a celebration of colour and tradition.

GLOW OF INDULGENCE
Navratri meals follow the sattvie style of cooking—pure,
vegetarian dishes prepared without onion and garlie. “This
allows for creative use of naturally sweet, seasonal ingredi-
ents, and pumpkin is one such versatile star,” says chef
Prakash Bidari. “Its vibrant orange pulp lends itself beau-
tifully to kheer, a dessert that’s both delicious and nourish-
ing. Grate the pumpkin and sauté it gently in ghee before
adding it to slow-simmered milk with jaggery, cardamom,
and a few strands of saffron.
Let it reduce until creamy.”
For presentation, he sug-
gests serving the kheer in
terracotta bowls, garnished
with roasted pumpkin seeds
and crushed pistachios. “The
mild sweetness and soft tex-
ture make this ideal for both
children and elders.”

ZESTY TREATS

For homemakers, the festive
season provides the perfect
opportunity to blend tradi-
tional recipes with creative
flair. Orange zest-infused
sweets and carrot halwa
bring brightness to the
thali—both visually and in
flavour. Tejaswini Khasase,
a homemaker, shares her
orange mithai recipe: “Mix
khoya with sugar and a dash
of orange zest and juice to
create a citrusy mithai.
Shape into modaks or round
pedas and top withsilver edi-
ble paper.”

For carrot halwa, she rec-
ommends using orange car-
rots, lightly spiced with cin-
namon and nutmeg, and
cooking them in milk and
ghee untilrich and aromatie.
